Dear Parents,

You are cordially invited to a "Homework Talk" next Thursday evening (September 13th) at 7:00 pm in the school. I will talk for a few minutes about our new spelling policy and then each teacher in turn will give a brief run-down on the typical homework for her class. Zoe will speak at 7:15 about Senior Infants, Rebecca at 7: 30 about 1st and 2nd Class, I will talk at 7:45 about 3rd and 4th and then Tracy will talk at 8 pm about the homework in 5th and 6th. Clare and Aisling, our two orchestra teachers, will talk at 7:45 about how to do the music practising. This is mainly aimed at 1st Class parents but any parents of children in the orchestra are welcome to attend. 

Junior Infant parents are of course also welcome to attend, but there will be no talk for Junior Infants as it was all covered on the Open Day. 

The aim of the talk is to address briefly general homework topics such as how to help your child practise tables and reading.
